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In public humiliation, the Pharisees 
dragged the sinful, scantily clad wom-
an before Jesus as she was caught in 

the act of adultery. The nakedness  
of her sin exposed as she humbly 

stands at His mercy.  
 

Jesus scans the crowd. He stoops  
before the woman and begins to write 

on the ground with His finger. His 
silence speaks volumes. He stands 
before her accusers. “ He who is  

without sin cast the first stone at her.”  
She curls in anticipation. The roar of 

the crowd hushes, as each heart is  
convicted of their own sins. One by 

one, they drop their rocks and  
shamefully walk away  

until she is left alone with Jesus.  
 

Then there is a quiet exchange be-
tween the sinful woman and her Sav-
ior. “Where are your accusers?” He 

asks. “Neither do I condemn you.  
Go and sin no more.” 

 He offers her forgiveness if she 
leaves her life of sin. 
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
